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CHARGING & REMISSION POLICY - FEDERATION

Updating Policy Procedure

When a policy is due for review it will be emailed to the reviewer who will revise and highlight those updates and return the policy in full with the highlighted updates back to the Policy Co-Ordinator.

When a policy reviewer becomes aware of any updates they will ask the Policy Co-Ordinator to email the policy to them and follow the above procedures.

A policy is a statement of intent and the guidelines we follow, that is adopted by the Fortuna and Athena Federation’s Governing Body.
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Context
All education during school hours is free. We do not charge for any activity undertaken as part of the National Curriculum. 

Prohibition of Charges
The Governing Body recognises that the legislation prohibits charges for the following:
· Education provided during school hours (including the supply of any materials, books, instruments or other equipment);
· Education provided outside school hours if it is part of the National Curriculum, or part of a syllabus for a prescribed public examination that the pupil is being prepared for at the school, or part of religious education;
· Tuition for pupils learning to play musical instruments if the tuition is required as an essential part of the National Curriculum.
· Entry for a prescribed public examination, if the pupil has been prepared for it at the school;
· Education provided on any trip that takes place during school hours;
· Education provided on any trip that takes place outside school hours if it is part of the National Curriculum or part of a syllabus for a prescribed public examination that the pupil is being prepared for at the school, or part of the schools basic curriculum for religious education;
· Supply teachers to cover for those teachers who are absent from school accompanying pupils on a residential trip;
· Transporting registered pupils to or from the school premises, where the local education authority has a statutory obligation to provide transport;
· Transporting registered pupils to other premises where the governing body or local education authority has arranged for pupils to be educated;
· Transport provided in connection with an educational trip

Voluntary contributions
When organising school trips or visits to enrich the curriculum and the educational experience of the children, parents and carers of Fortuna/Athena Federation are invited to contribute to the cost. It must be stipulated that all contributions are on a voluntary basis and parents/carers are under no obligation to make a donation. Dependant on the category of the outing the Senior Management Team will decide whether there will be request for a voluntary contribution and will set the price, accordingly.

Remissions
Fortuna/Athena Federation are committed to ensuring fair access and treatment 
of all pupils, and this means ensuring that no child is excluded from an activity because the parents/carers of that child are unwilling or unable to pay. The identity of the child or parents/carers of the child, who did not want to or could not make the payment, will not be disclosed under any circumstances.

School Uniform
Fortuna School provides each child with a book bag at no charge. The current cost of the uniform is listed in Appendix A and B. Any changes to cost will be noted on Fortuna School’s website. Uniforms are available to purchase from the school’s office, as well as from the Uniform Direct website.

Uniform for both Athena and Fortuna School pupils is available to purchase from the Reach More Parents App, via Parent Pay.  At Athena Pupils in year 10 are given a free school blazer and tie.  Prices will be amended at the start of each academic year. Appendix A and B details the cost for 2025/26.
